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Presently, the legal proceeding for money laundering offence has still not reached ample fruition, especially in major
cases where offenders could not be brought to justice. Albeit there currently exists a legal measure in preventing and suppressing
money laundering which is essentially a measure purposed for offence obstruction. One of raison d'étre which debar legal
proceeding on money laundering offence from achieving legislative intent is the enquiry procedure in respect of criminal
proceeding against the accused for money laundering offence. Legislation on money laundering prevention and suppression in fact
does not enable the anti-money laundering officer to conduct enquiry o‘n criminal offence in the matter of money laundering. The
sole personnel empowered for making inquiry is the inquiry official who stands for police officer only. The anti-money laundering
officer is not vested with role and power to perform enquiry at all, in spite of the fact that the anti-money laundering officer does
possess skills, knowledge, profiéiency in money laundering cases, and has legal knowledge, practical regulation in relation with
money laundering prevention and suppression law including pre-eminent investigative and inquiry techniques in handling money
laundering cases. These cause the proceeding to become tardy and inefficient. Despite the fact that the enquiry process is a
significant preliminary justice procedure, the possibility on whether offenders can be brought to justice does crucially rely on the

efficacy of enquiry.

Therefore, it is properly suggested to amend existing legislation in order to amplify the anti-money laundering officer's
power to become the personnel who specifically authorised in carrying on the enquiry on criminal cases regarding money
laundering. Such amendment will definitely enhance the justice procedure on money laundering offence in term of celerity and

competency.

This thesis is purported to identify the augmentation of roles and power in enquiry on money laundering criminal offence
of the anti-money laundering .officer that could enable the legal proceeding against money laundering offence to flow with
effectiveness. Moreover, the procedure in controlling the utilisation of aforesaid power of the anti-money laundering officer is also
inclusively proposed. If the augmentation of roles and power for the anti-money laundering officer is possibly authorised, it will be
pivotal to have a mechanism which can verify the usage of such power by having an organisation or task force taking a role in
inspecting the anti-money laundering officer for any abuse of power; as the security for people that all enquiry will be conducted
with purity, correctness and justice. No abuse of power must be found. In effect, the legal proceeding for money laundering offence

in accordance with Money Laundering Prevention and Suppression Act B.E. 2542 will be able to achieve its goal as actual as

intended.
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
